Dear Madam:

Thank you for this referral.

This 67-year-old female does not smoke or drink. She states she is allergic to penicillin.

SYMPTOMS: The patient complains of some generalized weakness. Recently, when she had a CBC, it showed low hemoglobin at 9.4, hematocrit was 29.8, and her platelets were slightly high at 4013; that is the reason for the referral.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had a benign tumor in the brain, which was discovered in 2020 after she had a focal seizure causing some twitchings in the right upper and lower extremities, which lasted few minutes. The patient was seen at Medical City Denton by a neurosurgeon and she had a resection of this meningioma, it was benign; however, she was told that they were not able to get everything and there was a small residual meningioma left. Since then, the patient has been on Keppra 1500 mg twice daily. Following the surgery, she had whole brain radiation at UT Southwest according to her, she had 10 treatments and subsequently she was sent to Proton Therapy Center where she states she has had 25 treatments. The patient since then did not have any seizures, she has done well.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension for which she is on losartan and she also has history of degenerative joint disease. She had right knee replacement in the past.
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CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She also takes losartan 50 mg, amitriptyline 20 mg, melatonin 10 mg, Lasix 20 mg, potassium supplement 10 mEq slow relief and she was prescribed Celebrex in the past, but she is not taking it, she states. She takes Advil occasionally and she is on Keppra 1500 mg daily for last four years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a 67-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weight; we were not able to weigh since she was unsteady, and blood pressure 140/82.

Head: She is normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: In her latest CBC, RBC was 3.1 million, which is low, hemoglobin was 9.4, hematocrit was 29.8, and her platelet count was 413,000. B12 was normal.

Her CMP was also within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia, normochromic normocytic, cause unclear; it could be from bone marrow suppression from Keppra.

2. Meningioma status post resection.

3. Hypertension. The patient is on losartan.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, CMP, iron ferritin, reticulocyte count, LDH, and once available, we can make further recommendations.
