PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x1 to 2.  Hemodynamically stable.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.
ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

A:
Hypertension, atrial fibrillation, type II diabetes, obstructive sleep apnea with CPAP, intracranial hemorrhage status post craniotomy, and PEG tube.
P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  We will continue with orders from the hospital.  Significant amount of time was spent during admission including reviewing hospital medical records, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  Overall he has poor prognosis, but recovery is going to be long.
