HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Cervantes is a 69-year-old gentleman, who comes in today with cough, congestion and sputum production; the sputum was white to begin with, it is definitely yellow.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He also has a history of hypothyroidism, diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease and has a right eye prosthesis.
He is seeing a specialist for his diabetes because of his brittle diabetes and his last A1c was around 8. His blood sugars run around 120 to 130.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right hand and right eye surgery.
MEDICATIONS: His medication list opposite page may not be exactly right, he does not know his medicines, he did not bring them, but again he is under the care of a specialist for his diabetes.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Really, not contributory at this time.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No drug use. No alcohol. Lives with his wife.
He is also seeing a nephrologist for his kidneys. He states the nephrologist told him his kidneys are stable at this time. He just had recently workup including ultrasound of his kidneys and such.
He was seen by Dr. Piatt seven days ago. His COVID and flu tests were negative. He was treated with cough medicine and his condition has not improved, has gotten worse to the change in the sputum color and other issues that we just noticed.
His chest x-ray today is negative for pneumonia by the way; we did look at his chest x-ray.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 187 pounds, temperature 98.1, O2 sat 97%, respiratory rate 20, pulse 85, and blood pressure 122/56.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
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HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear with few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. History of viral upper respiratory infection, 12/08/2025, definitely not viral now.

2. Most likely bronchitis, bacterial.

3. Rocephin 1 g now.

4. No Decadron even though his blood sugar is okay, we compromised, we are going to put him on a Medrol Dosepak. He has not had any issues with DKA before.

5. Treating with Levaquin 750 mg once a day for seven days and Medrol Dosepak; his sugars will go up a little bit, we talked about that and Bromfed DM for cough.

6. Renal insufficiency, under the care of a nephrologist.

7. Diabetes, under the care of his diabetologist.

8. Hyperlipidemia. Diabetologist is taking care of that as well.

9. Hypertension. Again, the nephrologist is handling that as well.

10. He also has albuterol at home.

11. Bromfed DM for cough.

12. We re-did his flu, strep and COVID, they were all negative.

13. Come back and see me again in a week to make sure he is better.
