HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Jerry is a 64-year-old gentleman, comes in today for followup of severe peripheral vascular disease required shunting, left leg. The left leg wound is looking good. He also has a foreign body in his right hand and has an abscess in the hypothenar eminence that needs to be drained. The abscess does not appear to be acute; it looks like it is covered with fibrotic material, but nevertheless he needs to have that taken care of; we are going to send him to Dr. Buczek.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He also has a history of hyperlipidemia, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and COPD. He is on Eliquis. He tried to drain the abscess with a needle, he started bleeding; I told him never do that again.

We had a long talk about his smoking. His smoking is what is causing his blockages, his infections and everything else that is going on in his life.

He wants to quit smoking. He has a patch, but he has not been using it. We talked about Chantix. We talked about Wellbutrin. We decided to try him on Wellbutrin non-SR 75 mg to help him quit smoking. Chantix may have so many side effects as far as his mental issues are concerned.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left leg bypass, also wound care on the left leg that has been treated.
MEDICATIONS: See my list.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink. He is here with his daughter.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 179 pounds, temperature 98.5, O2 sat 98%, respiratory rate 18, pulse 86, and blood pressure 121/72.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear except for rhonchi related to his smoking.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash. The wound in the left leg shows much improvement.
EXTREMITIES: Foreign body, right hand, 5 cm fibrotic abscess noted.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Left leg pain.

2. Peripheral vascular disease, severe.

3. COPD.

4. MUST MUST MUST quit smoking.

5. Try Wellbutrin 75 mg non-SR one b.i.d.

6. Refill Norvasc 2.5 mg a day.

7. Rest of medications as before.

8. Referred to hand surgeon Dr. Buczek for his foreign body, right hand.

9. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving my office.

10. Once again, he can use the Wellbutrin with his patch with the regular medication; I looked for any interaction, did not see any.

11. May try him on Chantix if the Wellbutrin does not work and take a risk as far as depression, anxiety and other side effects of Chantix, but at this time it is most important for him to quit smoking and we will help him do so.
