CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 78-year-old African American female returns to the office for evaluation after prolonged absence.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 78-year-old female who was diagnosed with breast cancer in October 2024. She then underwent mastectomy of the right breast and lymph node removal followed by chemotherapy. She is now anticipated to undergo radiation therapy. She is seen for routine evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes type II.

3. Left ventricular hypertrophy.

4. Trivial mitral regurgitation.

5. Trivial tricuspid regurgitation.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right breast tumor.

2. Right hand surgery.

3. Left foot surgery.

4. Left axilla dissection.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. Jardiance 25 mg one daily.

3. Arimidex 1 mg one daily.

4. Biotin 1 mg one daily.

5. Metoprolol succinate 25 mg one daily.

6. Ondansetron 4 mg p.r.n.

7. Oxycodone 5 mg half q.6h p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died with uterine cancer and colon cancer. Father died with dementia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a seasonal worker. She works at See's Candy. She does not smoke or drink alcohol.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had recent weight loss. She has lost 76 pounds.

Skin: She reports itching.

Eyes: She wears glasses. She reports burning.
Ears: She has deafness and tinnitus.
Nose: She further reports sneezing.
Oral Cavity: Unremarkable.

Cardiac: She has had palpitations.

Gastrointestinal: She reports hemorrhoids.

Musculoskeletal: She has had joint pains.

Neurologic: She reports headaches, dizziness, and incoordination.

Endocrine: She reports cold intolerance.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 105/56, pulse 82, saturation 98%, height 66 inches, and weight 141 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates low voltage in the precordial leads. There is sinus rhythm of 80 beats per minute. ECG is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 78-year-old female with recent diagnosis of breast cancer status post mastectomy of the right breast and lymph node dissection. She is scheduled for radiation therapy. Overall, she appears clinically stable.

PLAN: Labs ordered to include CBC, chem-20, lipid panel, and TSH. We will review echo. Vitamin D level. Start metoprolol succinate 25 mg one p.o. daily, #90. Follow up in three to four months.
