This is a 66-year-old woman, currently on hospice for chronic systolic congestive heart failure. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in her fourth benefit period from 05/30/2025 to 07/26/2025. The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation at this time.
This 66-year-old woman is on hospice with end-stage CHF, weight loss, and MAC of 27.5. The patient’s O2 saturation is stable today at 93% on room air with a normal blood pressure. The patient has a PPS score of 40%. She is currently single and lives with a caretaker. The patient has some ADL dependency and has bouts of bladder incontinence. The patient is weak. She sleeps a lot. She is noted to have bilateral pedal edema. She is short of breath with activity as well as at rest, but her symptoms definitely get worse with activity. She also has PVD, coronary artery disease, poor circulation, hypertension, chronic pain in both legs related to neuropathy and radiculopathy symptoms. The patient’s weight loss is consistent with decreased appetite. The patient will be observed for worsening symptoms of congestive heart failure. Findings were discussed with the caretaker at the time of visit. It is conceivable that the patient has less than six months to live given natural progression of her congestive heart failure.
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
