This is an 85-year-old woman, currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient also has a history of dementia, hypertension, chronic pain, and congestive heart failure. At the time of visit, the patient’s O2 saturation was at 93%, blood pressure was 130/60, and pulse was 92. The patient’s MAC is at 22 cm. The patient has demonstrated weight loss, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, and sleeping 12 to 14 hours a day. The weight loss is considered unavoidable given her advanced dementia. The patient has stage IV sacral decubitus ulcer that is covered and is being treated by the wound care nurse. Appetite is very little. Her other comorbidities include atrial fibrillation, osteoarthritis, diabetes, COPD, chronic kidney disease, heart failure, and hypertensive heart disease as well. Bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, of course. PPS is at 20%. The patient is no longer responsive to person, place, or time, which is a change in her condition. Overall prognosis remains quite poor, most likely has less than six months to live. By the way, because of her diagnosis of dementia, it is important to mention that FAST score is 7B. The caretaker tells me that there is oxygen available and she uses it from time to time when she becomes less responsive. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
