The patient was evaluated for face to face. My plan is to share these findings with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in her 14th benefit period extending from 09/26/2025 to 11/24/2025.
The patient is currently under hospice with CVA. The patient continues to lose weight. Her MAC is now to 23 cm from 26 to 24 to 23. Appetite is diminished. O2 saturation stable at 94% and blood pressure 110/60. She suffers from brain stem stroke. She is totally and completely bed bound. She has osteoarthritis, chronic pain, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and hypertension. No longer able to walk. Her PPS now is at 30%, has increased bouts of confusion and decreased response. The patient is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Continues to have 2+ edema. The patient is high risk of aspiration especially now her dysphagia has progressed and can only have semisolid food. Appetite continues to go down, food intake continues to go down; this is again unavoidable, which makes her a candidate for hospice and palliative care at home. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
