Charlie Johnson is being evaluated for face-to-face today. The patient is currently in his fourth benefit period extending from 08/13/2025 to 10/11/2025. This will be shared with the hospice medical director.
This is a 73-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient is on oxygen, requires oxygen at all times. He is not eating as much. His MAC was at 26.5 on or about July 2025, which has now dropped down to 24 cm because of weight loss. O2 saturation was at 93% on room air, pulse is 90, and blood pressure is 140/88. The patient also has a history of hypertensive heart disease, atherosclerotic heart disease, COPD, chronic pain, peripheral vascular disease, history of disc disorder, myelopathy, and radiculopathy symptoms and he requires supplemental oxygen from time to time. The patient’s PPS is at 40%. The patient has shortness of breath at rest and with activity. The patient belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. The patient is considered mostly bed bound at this time. Bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependent. When the patient becomes short of breath, he wants to put his oxygen on, which increases the O2 saturation to around 94 to 95% when he becomes more comfortable, but he does not like to wear it all the time. The patient’s weight loss is considered unavoidable consistent with cardiac cachexia. Overall prognosis remains poor for this gentleman. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
