The patient is seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in his fifth benefit period extending from 10/12/2025 to 12/10/2025.
Charlie is currently under hospice and palliative care services related to his heart failure, cardiac cachexia, hypertensive heart disease, atherosclerotic heart disease, COPD, shortness of breath, chronic pain, PVD, disc disease, radiculopathy, and history of oxygen use with shortness of breath. His O2 sat is at 95% on room air. He has 1+ pedal edema. Pulse is 95 and blood pressure is 140/98. The patient’s MAC is down to 23 cm consistent with cardiac cachexia. His PPS is at 40%. He is totally bed bound. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is sleeping about 10-12 hours a day. He is ADL dependent. He belongs in New York Heart Association Class IV since he has a significant limitation at rest and with activity. The patient requires pain medication on a regular basis. He has increased confusion most likely related to his cardiac disease and hypoperfusion. Appetite is poor; eating about 20% of his meals now. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
