The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. Ms. Richards is in her 14th benefit period extending from 10/11/2025 to 12/09/2025.
Ms. Richards is a 99-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain, Alzheimer’s disease, dementia severe without behavioral issues, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss, age-related debility, low back pain, osteoarthritis, blindness, depression and anxiety. The patient continues to lose weight. Her L-MAC is 17 cm down 0.5 cm from previous L-MAC significant for weight loss. The patient is ADL dependent and totally bedbound. KPS is now at 30% and FAST score at 7C. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. Garbled speech. Sundowner syndrome at nighttime. Eats very little; 20% of her food now. As I mentioned, she is blind. She requires turning every two hours to keep her from developing bedsores, sleeping 14 to 16 hours a day, muscle wasting noted. The patient continues to become more and more demented. O2 sat today is 96% on room air, pulse of 80, respirations 18 and blood pressure 120/60. The patient continues to decline. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
