Robert was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. Robert is in his seventh benefit period extending from 09/16/2025 to 11/14/2025.
This is an 80-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of prostate cancer, quite debilitated, weight loss, eating very little. He has bony metastasis, pain related to his prostate cancer, hypertensive heart disease without heart failure, history of stroke with left-sided weakness, COPD, osteoarthritis and gastroesophageal reflux. The patient has a PPS score of 40%. He eats very little; eating about 20% of his meals. He is confused. He has pedal edema 1+. He is sleeping 8 to 10 hours a day. Bowel and bladder incontinent and ADL dependent. The edema is related to protein-calorie malnutrition and his weight loss. The patient complains of pain. He weighs less than 100 pounds now. Despite medication, he feels like he is in pain all the time. He is very unsteady on his feet and refuses to walk around much. He has severe fatigue and shortness of breath with activity due to impaired cardiac function and his weight loss, his deconditioning and his prostate cancer. He is dizzy most of the time. His O2 sat is 92%. He has oxygen available to him. Blood pressure was at 100/60 today. He demonstrates significant decline in his physical and mental condition, but especially his physical condition due to stage IV prostate cancer. He has to eat semisolid food because he does not have the strength to eat, he feels like he chokes easily. Overall, prognosis remains very poor for Robert, he is expected to die within the next six months given his prostate cancer and the issues and decline that was delineated above.
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
