This is a 77-year-old woman being seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is in her 11th benefit period extending from 10/22/2025 to 12/20/2025. 
The patient is currently on hospice with diagnosis of parkinsonism. She is losing weight. She has issues with hallucination, confusion, bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. Her MAC is at 32 cm with a PPS score of 30%. Her confusion puts her at FAST score of 7C related to her parkinsonism end-stage. Cheryl is quite debilitated, sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day. She has functional decline, no longer able to mobilize, pretty much bedridden now. L-MAC is 32 cm as I stated because of continuation of weight loss, decreased nutritional status, muscle weakness, appetite diminishing, decline in cognition with confusion as well as hallucination, which is seen in patients with Parkinson’s disease. The patient was found to have blood pressure of 153/90, pulse 88, respirations 20 with O2 sat of 94%. Overall prognosis remains poor for Cheryl. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
