This is a 71-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of hypertensive heart disease with heart failure, history of heart failure, COPD, below-the-knee amputation right side, chronic pain and peripheral vascular disease. The patient currently has moderate amount of pain. PPS of 40%. He is short of breath most of the time, has 1+ to 2+ pedal edema. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV with shortness of breath at rest. The patient has shortness of breath both because of COPD and CHF and asthma. His L-MAC is at 29 cm consistent with weight loss and cardiac cachexia. He uses a walker to ambulate. He is experiencing shortness of breath at all times. The caretaker tells me that his shortness of breath gets worse with activity and especially his pedal edema gets worse with any food that contains salt; he knows not to eat the salt, but nevertheless he does not like the taste of food unless it has got tremendous amount of salt in it. He continues to regress and decline. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
