Mr. Langley is a 71-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with abdominal aortic aneurysm. He also has hypertensive heart disease, muscle weakness, hyperlipidemia, and insomnia. The patient has a MAC of 21 cm. He eats little. He has had weight loss. His pain is controlled. His PPS is at 40%. He is quite concerned about how he is going to die. They have told him that it will be very immediate when the aneurysm of 10 cm or so ruptures and he is quite concerned who is going to be around. He lives with his fiancée. He has limitation in mobility. He requires help to do ADLs. He has had issues with incontinence in the past. He has dyspnea with exertion and fatigue that goes on at all times. Poor appetite causing decreased weight. He has insomnia because of concerns regarding his death. He is sleeping four to six hours a day. He also has been told by the VA recently that he has renal insufficiency and he is quite concerned about that. His shortness of breath puts him at New York Heart Association Class II. The patient is having ongoing decline in function and increased anxiety and decline in mentation related to increased anxiety related to his disease process. Overall prognosis remains poor. He can die at any time, hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
