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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of generalized headaches (R51.9), meningioma (CMS/HCC D32.9), history of seizures and postoperatively treatment for meningioma.

Dear Levi Gore, NP & Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Robert L. Ebert for neurological evaluation with a history of possible recurrent epilepsy status post craniotomy for meningioma.

Review of the incomplete medical records suggests that he had radiotherapy for his meningioma with residual findings of post radiotherapy. He returns to the clinic today complaining of difficulty with concentration trouble, dizziness and recurrent seizures following his November 15th evaluation for complaints of seizure disorder, generalized headaches, and previous findings of meningioma, having been referred by Dr. Kevin Sorensen, D.O., following his right craniotomy and radiotherapy with complaints of continued agitation, confusion, sleepiness after waking, and findings of a well-healed cranial incision. Laboratory findings at that time showed slightly elevated white count, sed rate, and normal C-reactive protein where his examination was consistent with acute postictal agitation. Standard postoperative seizure prophylaxis was stopped while in-house when he was non-convulsive, medications were reinitiated. He was placed on lacosamide 150 mg oral tablets to take one capsule by mouth twice a day beginning on September 16, 2025. He failed followup appointments in the office, we contacted him and he returned today for reevaluation, continuing to complain of dizziness and episodes of confusion with multiple falls.

I have no current hospital records.

I have no current imaging results.

He reports that he was recommended to have diagnostic electroencephalography, but this has not been accomplished.
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We ordered laboratory studies for followup, but he did not follow through and get that done.

He reports that he had some problems with confusion at the time that he left the hospital and never received postoperative supportive care.

He indicates that he currently needs assistance in performing and maintaining his diabetes treatment having seen Dr. Sorensen, but not initiating therapy.

Neurological examination today shows that he is alert and oriented to his location, but somewhat confused as to his care and his needs.

He is ambulatory and not ataxic.

In consideration of his history, presentation and current findings, we will reschedule his neuroquantitative high-resolution MR brain imaging at HALO Imaging.

Additional laboratory studies for substance abuse and his current medications as well as general chemistries will be requested and obtained.

I am referring him for both static and dynamic ambulatory EEGs while we obtain laboratory testing of his anticonvulsant levels.

We have asked him to contact Passages for reinitiation of post hospitalization postoperative care and followup for his needs.

We will refill his anticonvulsant medication as may be needed while we obtain medication levels for validation of benefit.

He clearly needs organized follow through of his postoperative discharge care and continued therapy for control of his diabetes.
