CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of swelling of the feet. 

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed swelling after he had salty-meal few days ago and the swelling is coming down there is no redness. The patient has a history of varicose veins and he had extensive workup done last year including venous ultrasound and there was no sign of any clots. The patient is not using any compression stockings and currently he is taking amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet.
