Dear Dr. Moutsatson:
This is a followup for Sun with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  I talked to her and also talked to daughter through the phone as Sun’s English is limited.  It is my understanding that there has been no emergency room hospital admission.  Stable weight.  Enjoying meals.  No problems with bowels or urine.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  No edema.  No falls.
Medications:  I review medications.  Remains on Norvasc and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 108/54 right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in December, creatinine 1.4, which still is baseline representing a GFR of 36 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 10.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, underlying hypertension well controlled.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  There has been no need for EPO treatment, phosphorus binders or bicarbonate.  All chemistries are stable.  Plan to see her back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
