Thank you again for your continued support.

This 78-year-old male comes for followup today. His recent CBC showed WBC count of 15.7 and his absolute neutrophil count was 13,000, eosinophil were 612, and his platelets were 327.

I redrew the blood on 12/22/2025, his WBC count is 15,000 and neutrophils are high as well at 84% rest of the CBC is unremarkable. Again, the patient did state that he is on two different inhalers, which contain steroids.

He does have neutrophilic leukocytosis again cause does not seem to be very clear. Steroid inhaler can cause elevated WBC count because of neutrophils lines up at the periphery of the blood vessel where the blood is drawn and that causes elevated white cell count, which is called marginalization.

Again, this could be early myeloproliferative disorder but at this point further diagnostic workup or any treatment might not be required so we could just safely closely follow it.
