This is a 78-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of vascular dementia. The patient continues to lose weight, continues to eat very little. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. Her MAC is at 22 cm. She has muscle wasting in the lower extremity and upper extremity as well as temporal region. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is ADL dependent. Her speech is garbled. This puts her at FAST score of 7A and in my opinion has dropped her PPS from 50% to 40%, which is a significant drop. The patient requires the help of a caretaker on a regular basis, she needs help with feeding. She is only oriented to self, has increased confusion, sundowner syndrome; worsening symptoms especially in the evening. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and definitely shows both functional and cognitive decline in the area of her hospice diagnosis, which is the vascular dementia. Overall prognosis remains poor.
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
