CHIEF COMPLAINT: This patient is a 73-year-old African American female returned for routine followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 73-year-old female history of vestibular migraine, gait abnormality, and dizziness. She had previously underwent extensive workup for coronary artery disease, which was unremarkable. She has multiple medical problems to include:

1. Adult onset asthma.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. Obstructive apnea.

4. Allergic rhinitis.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

6. Nonfunctional benign left adrenal nodule.

7. Vitamin D deficiency.

8. Hypertension.

9. Morbid obesity.

10. Prediabetes. Again, the patient was previously unable to work. She had describes significant dizziness and episodes of near fall. She had been referred to physical therapy for vestibule migraines. She notes mild improvement.
