Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with questionable respiratory distress without definite evidence.
PLAN: The patient was advised to go to the emergency room if she continues or develops new distress and follow up with pediatrician.
