HISTORY: This is a 52-year-old female here for routine followup.
The patient indicated that she was seen in the emergency room on 11/14/2025. She was admitted for a period of time because of DKA versus severe hyperglycemia. She states that she spent number of days in the hospital and was discharged and was advised to follow up to establish care. She indicated that she was never known to be diabetic prior to that visit where she was seen for vomiting and nausea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 1.
MEDICATIONS: Metformin, insulin, Lantus lispro, and Calcitonin.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 139/83.
Pulse 81.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.2.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Diabetes mellitus insulin dependent.
2. Medication refill.
3. Hypocalcemia.
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PLAN: The patient has brought in daily log of her glucose it looks like she has brought in a five-day period, which revealed the highest glucose level at 140, the lowest glucose level at 93. The patient was educated on this condition, the importance of taking medication on time and as prescribed.

Medications were refilled as follows:
1. Metformin 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days #180.

2. Calcitonin 0.25 mcg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.
The patient and I had a discussion about the importance of taking her medication. She states she understands and will comply. She is given the opportunity to ask questions she states she has none.
