HISTORY: This is an 81-year-old female here with cough. The patient said this has been going on for a while maybe a week or more. She says she used some medication, which she received from another facility with no improvement these medications are for example fluticasone, cetirizine, and promethazine DM. She said she was having no relief for this cough she says cough is productive of greenish sputum. She endorses myalgia and endorses chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and no significant change from last visit.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and no significant change from last visit.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and no significant change from last visit.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and no significant change from last visit.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and no significant change from last visit.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and no significant change from last visit.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: She has inspiratory and expiratory crackles in the left lower lobe. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cough.
2. Bronchitis.
PLAN: I suspect this patient to have a pneumonia based on physical examination. She has crackles. In the clinic today, she received the following:

1. Nebulizer treatment consists of albuterol and Atrovent x1.
2. Rocephin 1 g IM.
3. Dexamethasone 10 mg IM.
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She was observed for approximately 20 minutes and then reevaluated. She says she is feeling much better and comfortably being discharged. She was sent home with:

1. Moxifloxacin 400 mg one p.o. daily for five days.
2. Robitussin AC 10 mL at night only, #100 mL.
3. She was given albuterol 2.5/3 mL she will take 3 mL t.i.d. p.r.n., which are home nebulizer. The patient says she has a machine at home but does not have the medication. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
