CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for shortness of breath and congestive heart failure.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that slowly he is improving and he has seen the cardiologist recently. The patient is going to start stretching exercise in addition to his cardiac exercise. At this time, the patient has minimal shortness of breath upon activities of daily living. Also the patient is encouraged to increase protein.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any raised JVP.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: No significant pedal edema or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is advised to increase cardiac exercises according to the cardiologist.
