This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently in the 4th benefit period extending from 10/10/2025 to 12/08/2025. Jack is a 67-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA, left-sided weakness, hypertension, dysphagia, COPD, shortness of breath, and seizure disorder. The patient has a history of tobacco abuse. The patient has a PPS of 40%. Continues to lose at least 1 or 2 pounds a month. Oriented to only person, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient also has a history of coronary artery disease. He has difficultly swallowing. The patient O2 saturation today was at 92% on room air with blood pressure of 140/28. The patient seizure have been controlled. The patient continues to decline both physically and mentally. Her MAC is 27.5. She is sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day. She has severe debility. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate with above mentioned decline in his condition. Her CVA causes both dysphagia and garbled speech which increases her risk of aspiration and her caretaker must feed her very slowly to reduce the symptoms and possibilities of aspiration 
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
