BUCK, GEORGE

HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

Mr. Buck was seen here on 12/19/2025. He was diagnosed with sinusitis, pneumonia and strep throat with a positive strep test. He was prescribed antibiotics and he is here for followup to make sure the illness is completely gone. He states he still has some antibiotics.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports some runny nose. He states his ears feel congested and sometimes he can hear ringing. He states he has tinnitus for a long time, but it looks like it is intensifying recently.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 110/79.

Pulse 62.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
EARS: Congested. There is some clear fluid behind the TM. The TM is dull to light reflex.
NOSE: Congested, clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

THROAT: No edema. No erythema. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Tinnitus.

2. Nasal congestion.

3. Ear effusion.

PLAN: The patient was given the following medication: Meclizine 25 mg, he will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

A strep test was repeated today and the strep test is negative.

He was given the opportunities to ask questions and he states he has none.
