She describe she has been doing good, sleeping good, and eating good. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Her only brother who is living in Canada came to visit her. The patient is on Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, buspirone 10 mg twice a day, and duloxetine 30 mg b.i.d. She was alert and oriented.
