The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is a 38-year-old single Caucasian male living at 3817 Elbow Lake Road, Prescott, MI 48756. He was seen for followup. He is on Zyprexa 20 mg daily and described that he has been doing good and sleeping good. He described he has been undergoing some legal cases and confrontation with the police. Currently, he is on probation and seen probation officer once a month and also recommended a therapist whom he is seeing once a month and described that he has been doing much better. Medication has been working. Today, he was telling me that he did not tell me about his previous history of automobile accident at the age 17. His lung was collapsed and he was hospitalized. When I questioned whether he has a CT scan of the brain he described he does not know. I further discussed it is important that he should see a neurologist to make sure they should not be any issues or any problem in the brain to which he agreed. He also indicated that at that time he was drinking alcohol and smoking marijuana but it continued in 20s but he has been sober since then. I further discussed if he is seeing a therapist and medication is working continue with the same medication. I further explained the role of medication. He has been consistently compliant with the medication. He described in the past he was on several type of medications but currently his Zyprexa has been helping and he is quite stable on medication. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight is better.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid type, symptomatically stable.
PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. Continue with the Zyprexa 20 mg daily.
