Dear Dr. Lowry:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Davis with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, history of calcium oxalate crystals in the urine with recurrent UTIs and monoclonal gammopathy of uncertain significance.  Her last visit was November 19, 2024.  She is feeling well.  She has had a few medication changes since her last visit.  Many supplements were discontinued due to lack of need for those supplements and she is feeling quite well currently.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  Urine is clear.  No recent UTIs.  No kidney stones.  No dysuria.  No cloudiness or blood.  No edema.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.
Medications:  I want to highlight Keflex 250 mg on Monday, Wednesday and Friday, Plaquenil 200 mg one and half tablet daily, Cymbalta she takes 120 mg daily, hydroxyzine is 10 mg two daily as needed, leflunomide 20 mg daily, Lyrica 50 mg daily and Restasis eye drops two drops to each eye once daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 132 pounds, pulse is 80 and blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 120/70.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender and no edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done November 5, 2025.  Creatinine is 1.04, which is stable, estimated GFR is 59 and calcium 9.1.  Electrolytes are normal.  Albumin is 4.0.  Liver enzymes are normal.  We do not have an updated CBC, the last one was from September 2024 with hemoglobin of 12.1.  Normal white count and normal platelet levels.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to check labs every 6 to 12 months.  We will do UA with the next lab, also monoclonal gammopathy of uncertain significance following with hematology on a regular basis and UTI prophylaxis so we will refill the Keflex 250 mg on Monday, Wednesday and Friday to her mail order pharmacy and she will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
