Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Timothy with obstructive uropathy renal failure.  Last visit in June.  He is following with urology Dr. Yousif.  Plans for cystoscopy to evaluate for the enlargement of the prostate contributing to urinary retention, the postvoidal recently 330 and the prevoidal was 1400.  He also has bilateral peripheral neuropathy, but has not affected his ability to walk.  Does not use any walker or cane and no falling episode.  No claudication symptoms.
Review of System:  I did extensive review of system being negative.  He is seen neurology concerned about diabetes versus Marie-Charcot-Tooth abnormalities although no family members affected.
Present Medications:   Lisinopril, HCTZ, diabetes and cholesterol management as well as for anxiety and depression, for enlargement of the prostate on Silodosin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 220 and blood pressure 118/80 by nurse.  Very pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech. Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No gross abdominal distention or tenderness.  No back tenderness.  No gross edema.  He is walking without assistance.
Labs:  Chemistries December; creatinine 1.8 slowly progressive with a GFR of 39.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Elevated calcium 10.7.  Normal albumin and phosphorus.  No anemia.  High calcium is relatively new.  He is not on any vitamin D replacement.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB combination of diabetes and hypertension, documented high volume bladder residual maybe a contribution of hypercalcemia.  Continue to monitor chemistries in a regular basis.  Follow up with other specialist as indicated above urology and neurology.  Discussed what is kidney disease, what to expect the lack of symptoms until kidney function is very low, the need to do blood test in a regular basis.  He was doing every six months consider doing more often.  All questions answered.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
