Thank you for your referral and support.

Rapp Meghan is a 45-year-old female came today for followup. She has erythrocytosis; the workup revealed JAK-2 mutation and the diagnosis was discussed with the patient. The patient is advised to take baby aspirin daily and she is advised to have the phlebotomy done frequently to keep her hemoglobin within low normal range as well as her hematocrit. It was discussed that because of the thickness of the blood she is at high risk for thromboembolic events. Also, she was advised that there are specific agents to adjust JAK mutations. For right now phlebotomy might suffice but in future she might require specific treatment targeting this mutation.
