Ms. Sykes is a 69-year-old woman, completely and totally bedbound with a history of congestive heart failure. The patient has O2 in place. She complains of foot pain, leg pain. She has been married 40 years. She lives with her husband, but she states he is becoming too ill and too weak to take care of her. She is short of breath at rest, has conversation dyspnea. She is total ADL dependent. She cannot get out of bed and has not been able to get out of bed for a year or so now. Her O2 saturation is at 94% on 2 liters. Blood pressure 102/77. She has a low ejection fraction, congestive heart failure with an ejection fraction of around 20% recorded. She also has a history of chest pain, atrial fibrillation along with her congestive heart failure, first degree AV block, history of PVCs, asthma, polymyositis and neuropathy. MAC is at __________ cm. The patient requires both morphine and Norco to control her pain. She is quite debilitated. Her PPS remains at 30%. She has 1+ pedal edema, history of UTI and constipation, history of neurocognitive disorder. The patient complains of air hunger, anxiety, and is on lorazepam for that reason which is helping somewhat. The patient’s blood pressure is controlled with the help of midodrine at 10 mg a day. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate at home. 
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
