The patient was seen today for the purpose of face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in her __________ benefit period.
This is a 75-year-old woman with a history of congestive heart failure, confusion and neurocognitive disorder. The patient was hospitalized last in early November – late October with CHF and pneumonia. The patient is using oxygen on a p.r.n. basis. O2 sat is 94%. MAC is 24. Heart rate is 99 today. The patient has a history of confusion with FAST score of 7A. Her congestive heart failure appears to be both systolic and diastolic. She also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, senile degeneration of the brain with FAST score of 7A, decreased mentation and decreased function. She appears quite thin with muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s edema is related to her protein-calorie malnutrition with bilateral 1+ edema. The patient has a history of sundowner syndrome and becomes belligerent at times. She complains of severe neuropathic pain and would like something for pain. She states she has never had pain like this before and only responds partially to pain medication. The patient also has shortness of breath at rest along with activity which puts her in New York Heart Association class IV rating for congestive heart failure. Her overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
