PLAN: Amlodipine 10 mg one p.o. daily, #90, losartan 50 mg one p.o. daily, #90, Z-PAK as directed, and benzonatate 100 mg take one p.o. q.12h. p.r.n., #120. The patient will follow up in one to two months.
