Dear Colleagues at Sacred Heart.
This is a followup for Mrs. Coble with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in September.  Hard of hearing.  On oxygen 2L 24 hours.  She has Parkinson.  Uses a walker.  Denies falling episode.  Frequent loose stools, no bleeding.  Nocturia.  No infection.  Chronic cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Some memory issues.  Review of system done.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the midodrine for low blood pressure.  At the same time she is taking Demadex and ARB valsartan.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 142/64 on the right-sided.  Comes accompanied with son.  Few coarse rales diffuse.  No gross respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Tremors head and upper extremities from Parkinson.  Minimal edema.
Labs: Most recent chemistries in December.  Creatinine 1.48 which is baseline representing a GFR of 35 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease likely from hypertension and prior procedures re-implantation left renal artery, also prior hydronephrosis, ureteral stent, clinically stable.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  She has CHF but without decompensation.  Her urinary symptoms likely related to Parkinson.  There is no urinary retention on recent postvoid bladder ultrasound.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  She has low platelets, needs to monitor.  It is mild active bleeding.  The recent blood test there was some hemolysis and that will affect the potassium which runs in the upper side.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Monitor chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue management of her other issues like Parkinson and COPD.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
