HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 22-year-old gentleman, comes in today with symptoms of weight loss; he has lost 30 pounds, he weighs 142 pounds. He is not using drugs. He is not using amphetamines or any other street drugs. He has cough and congestion, sometimes breathing problems. He vomits sometimes. He can eat small amounts of food. He has had no fever, chills, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. His COVID and flu tests were negative today. He is due for blood work including CBC, CMP, TSH, free T3, free T4, lipids, vitamin D and vitamin B.
His COVID and flu tests were both negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Since he saw us in 2024, he had left leg surgery and has a rod in his tibia; he had a tibiofibular fracture. He also has a history of low back pain with radiation of the pain to the right leg and right leg pain.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
PEDIATRIC IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: No family history of heart problems, thyroid problems, or cancer reported.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with his girlfriend. He does smoke. He does drink from time-to-time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 142 pounds with weight loss, temperature 98.6, O2 sat 95%, respiratory rate 20, pulse 115, and blood pressure 120/77.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Weight loss.
2. Check thyroid.
3. Nausea, fever and not feeling well, most likely viral. Tylenol and Motrin.
4. No sign of pneumonia.
5. Flu test negative.

6. COVID test is negative.

7. Leg pain related to the fracture, left leg.
8. Leg pain on the right side. Needs an MRI to better evaluate. He states he had 80-pound fish in his hand and he jerked and ever since then over year ago, he has had back pain with radiation to the right leg.
9. Symptoms of neuropathy.

10. Symptoms of radiculopathy.
11. No medications until I get the blood work back.
12. Findings were discussed with him at length before leaving.
