Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Stuckey with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, underlying hypertension, right-sided renal mass, which cryo ablation was done to treat and an MRI has been showing that the mass on the right side is shrinking, also a history of CVA and he is on permanent disability and currently unable to drive due to several failed driving tests and permanently disabled at this point.  His next MRI should be in March 2026 according to his mother who is present with him at this visit.  He does have some mild expressive aphasia and the mother often answers for him and provides answers to the history questions that we have for him.  He denies any chest pain or palpitations.  No weight loss, nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes.  No visible blood or melena.  He feels as if he empties his bladder well and no pain.  No cloudiness or blood.  No edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight amlodipine 10 mg daily and metoprolol 50 mg daily.  He is on Lipitor and magnesium glycinate 200 mg at bedtime.
Physical Examination:  Weight 163 pounds, pulse 60 and blood pressure 126/88 right arm sitting large adult cuff.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  No murmur or arrhythmia.  Abdomen is soft without ascites and no peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done December 30, 2025.  Creatinine is 1.82 has been fluctuating, previous two levels were 1.51 and 1.71, current GFR is 44, calcium is 9.7, sodium 140, potassium 4.4., carbon dioxide 31, albumin is 4.6, phosphorus 4.8 and hemoglobin is 15.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked the patient to continue getting lab studies done every three months.

2. Hypertension, currently at goal.

3. History of clear cell renal carcinoma, cryo ablation and renal cysts without obstruction.

4. History of CVA, currently stable and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
