Dear Dr. Khan:
This is a followup for Judy with chronic kidney disease, chronic diarrhea from Crohn’s disease on biological treatment, prior abnormalities elevated calcium with elevated vitamin D125 and suppressed PTH.  Last visit in July.  Receiving intravenous iron so far 2/5 doses Dr. Sahay.  Stable weight.  Fair appetite.  No vomiting.  Chronic diarrhea, no bleeding.  Chronic dyspnea on activity.  Some changes from Plaquenil on the eyes.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the bisoprolol, exposed to Prilosec, potassium replacement, bicarbonate replacement, biological treatment change to Stelara and Rezdiffra.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 91 and blood pressure by nurse 125/69, at home 120s/60s.  No respiratory distress.  Very pleasant.  Normal speech.  Slender built.  No localized rales.  No pericardial rub.  No gross abdominal distention.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in December.  Low level of albumin in the urine 35 mg/g.  Minor increase of AST.  Other liver function test normal.  Low ferritin 17.  Saturation 24.  Back in November creatinine 1.34, which is above baseline, recently around 1.10 and 1.20 although baseline 0.8 nine months ago and present GFR 42.  Normal sodium and potassium.  High bicarbonate.  Low normal albumin.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease question progression, chronic diarrhea and Crohn’s disease, biological treatment.  Chemistries to be updated.  Decrease bicarbonate from four tablets to three tablets a day.  Present potassium is stable.  Iron deficiency anemia on treatment.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  She follows with rheumatology, gastroenterology, liver disease, hematology, and eye doctor.  The last imaging of her kidneys in December 2024 there was no obstruction.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Continues to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
