Dear Dr. Vogel:

This is a followup for Mr. Jeffrey Larry a second renal transplant at University of Michigan and IgA nephropathy.  Transplant done in August 2024.  Last visit here July 2025.  Compliant with transplant medications.  Up-to-date with flu and COVID vaccine.  University has been adjusting long-acting tacro.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Other medications include Eliquis, for blood pressure Coreg, amlodipine and remains on bicarbonate replacement for metabolic acidosis.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was 136/64.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Kidney transplant on the right-sided.  Obesity of the abdomen with striae.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 1.3, which is baseline.  No anemia.  Minor low platelets.  Low lymphocytes from transplant medications.  Normal neutrophils.  Minor low sodium, upper potassium and metabolic acidosis on replacement.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No protein in the urine ratio was less than 0.2.  Tacro levels per University of Michigan.
Assessment and Plan:  IgA nephropathy prior dialysis dependent this is the second renal transplant.  Kidney function is stable on immunosuppressants.  No side effects.  Monitor minor low platelets without active bleeding.  Continue bicarbonate replacement.  High risk medication immunosuppressants.  Up-to-date with vaccines.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
