The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in his third benefit period from 11/10/2025 to 01/18/2026.
The patient currently is on hospice with a history of COPD. He is short of breath at all times. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. Definitely, has bowel and bladder incontinence. O2 saturation is at 94% on room air. He does have O2 available to him. He uses his nebulizer on regular basis. His L-MAC continues to decline because of his weight loss; most recent L-MAC was measured at 23. Blood pressure today is 120/95 and heart rate is 89. His PPS is at 40%. His confusion related to both dementia and hypoxemia related to COPD puts him at FAST score of 7B. He is short of breath at all times. Again, nebulizer only helps him for a short time per caregiver. He has trouble swallowing. He does have mild pedal edema of lower extremity. He has mild dysphagia. Because of his dysphagia, he is not eating as much and hence the reason for his drop in weight. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The pedal edema is both consistent with weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition and right-sided heart failure that happens in patients with end-stage COPD, hypertension, and cor pulmonale. He is legally blind and deaf and mute. His O2 saturation hovers around 87 to 92% and PPS of 40%. His O2 saturation definitely drops with activity. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He has increased fatigue and decreased mental and physical decline. Caretaker tells me he is sleeping now 8 to 10 hours a day. Overall prognosis remains poor. He has continued to decline. His most recent L-MAC was reported at 23 down from 23.5 with previous weight loss of 10%. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
