The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. Ms. Keys is in her seventh benefit period from 11/27/2025 to 01/25/2026.
This is a 69-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of systolic congestive heart failure, diabetes, thyrotoxicosis, and history of hypertension. Ms. Keys appears quite debilitated. She requires help with all ADLs. She has lymphedema of the lower extremity. The lymphedema causes severe mobility issues. Her PPS is at 40%. She requires help with all ADLs. She continues to be oriented to person, place and time, but has bouts of confusion. She is sleeping about 10 hours a day. She is short of breath at night and during the day, at rest and with activity, puts her at New York Heart Association Class IV. Her PPS score is at 40%. This woman’s blood sugars are controlled. She tells me she is now spending most of the time in bed, sleeping off and on, increased tiredness, uses albuterol on regular basis which sometimes it helps, sometimes it does not, she tells me. Continues to have Xeroform dressing to the lower extremity because of stasis ulcer on the right side related to her lymphedema. The patient has had a recent infection, which required antibiotics for. There is dressing in place, there appears to be no drainage and/or foul smell. Bowel and bladder incontinent. Short of breath at all times. Her L-MAC is at 34%. She eats maybe a quarter of her meals at this time. She definitely has muscle wasting. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
