Dear Dr. Moon:
This is a followup for Raymond with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Comes accompanied with wife Judith.  Plastic surgery left lower lid.  No complications.  Episode of gout left ankle a month ago.  Up-to-date flu and COVID vaccines.
Review of Systems:  Extensively done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the allopurinol, colchicine as needed, anticoagulation Eliquis, beta-blockers and antiarrhythmics for atrial fibrillation.  Takes no blood pressure medicine.
Physical Examination:  Weight 202, previously 197 and blood pressure by nurse elevated I check 140/68 on the right-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  Very polite and pleasant.  Atrial fibrillation with bradycardia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.49 and GFR 45, which is baseline stage III.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, PTH and hemoglobin normal.  Uric acid less than 6.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.  No EPO treatment.  Well controlled uric acid despite the recent flare-up.  No need for change in diet for potassium, bicarbonate replacement, phosphorus binders or vitamin D125.  Continue management of atrial fibrillation, anticoagulation, antiarrhythmics, and rate control.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
