Dear Cora:

This is a followup for Charles with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  Comes accompanied with two daughters.  Stroke affecting the right eye.  Apparently complications of right-sided carotid stenting.  Has memory issues.  Stable weight and appetite.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Has nocturia but no incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  No severe claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  Cystoscopy apparently negative question colon mass.  More procedures, one is six months from the recent stroke.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, blood pressure calcium channel blockers, beta-blockers, diuretics and takes vitamin D125.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 242 stable and blood pressure 110/44 on the right and 110/50 on the left.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  No gross focal deficits.  Some degree of confusion.  He is cooperative.
Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 2.06 previously 1.7 and GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Present albumin and calcium normal.  A1c 6.8 well controlled.  PTH at 41 on treatment.  Vitamin D125.  Liver function test is not elevated.  Normal glucose.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime, left-sided nephrectomy urothelial cancer without recurrence.  In my understanding cystoscopy recently done was negative.  Incidental colon mass and recent stroke needs to be six months before further procedure.  Blood pressure in the low side but not symptomatic.  I did not change medications.  Present electrolytes and acid base is normal.  Continue vitamin D125.  There has been anemia but no EPO treatment.  Continue diabetes management.  Follow up with your service and neurology for the recent stroke.  He is on cholesterol treatment as well as aspirin and Plavix.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
