Thank you for your continued support.

Mr. Watt comes for evaluation today. Initially, he was seen on December 18, 2025 for thrombocytopenia and neutropenia. Basic workup has been nondiagnostic. His iron, B12, ferritin everything was normal. On December 18, 2025, his WBC count has normalized it was 3.5, hemoglobin was up it was 11.5, and platelet were better at 112. At this point, there is no clear indication what may be the underlying problem it could be early myelodysplastic syndrome but with a platelet count of 112,000 a WBC count was 3.5. The patient should be fine to undergo the procedure that has been on hold on account of his abnormal CBC.
