CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 45-year-old male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.
HPI: The patient is a 45-year-old male who reports sudden cardiac arrest. He was subsequently found to have coronary artery disease. He underwent stenting of a single vessel at Washington Hospital in Fremont. He then went back to work eight weeks later. He has had minor chest pain, which he described as sharp and occurs with stress. He has occasional shortness of breath, but only with overexertion. He states that he can walk up to half a mile before developing shortness of breath. He has difficulty carrying objects.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:
1. Cardiac arrest.
2. Borderline hypercholesterolemia.

3. Coronary artery disease.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post left heart catheterization and stenting.
MEDICATIONS:
1. Enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg one daily.

2. Metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d.

3. Protonix 20 mg daily.
4. Lipitor 20 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had cardiac disease. Paternal grandparents both had diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes occasional alcohol use, but denies cigarettes or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Psychiatric: Significant for nervousness and depression.
Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 103/56, pulse 70, respiratory rate 16, height 70”, and weight 130.4 pounds.
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Skin: Reveals tattoos of the shoulders bilaterally. The skin exam is otherwise unremarkable.

The remainder of the examination is unremarkable.
IMPRESSION: This is a 45-year-old male with history of sudden cardiac arrest, found to have LAD disease. He had adequate revascularization. He has mild symptoms with activity/stress. Overall, he is felt to have no limiting symptoms at this time with respect to his cardiovascular system. He is able to perform task which requires lifting, pushing or exertion. He is recommended to continue his medical therapies.
