Ms. Jones was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in her second benefit period extending from 09/02/2025 to 11/30/2025.

Ms. Jones is a 69-year-old woman, currently on hospice with a history of atherosclerotic heart disease of native coronary arteries. The patient is short of breath at all times. The patient is weak. She has a hard time walking. She has bouts of confusion. Her MAC has dropped to 22 cm consistent with weight loss consistent with cardiac cachexia. The patient also has a history of COPD. She is single. She lives alone. She has a PPS score of 30%. She is oriented to person most of the time and place sometimes. She is now sleeping about 10-12 hours a day. The patient has shortness of breath at rest which puts her at New York Heart Association class IV. The patient is not requiring oxygen at this time. Even though her O2 saturation is at 94% on room air, she becomes de-saturated very quickly with just a few steps of walking. She does have cor pulmonale with pulmonary edema, pulmonary hypertension, right-sided heart failure, and a history of COPD. The patient is not moving much again because of her shortness of breath. She became dyspneic just answering questions today. The patient continues to decline both mentally and physically. The patient also has cough and rales and rhonchi related to her COPD while standing associated with wheezing. She uses her nebulizer on a regular basis. Her other comorbidities include hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic pain, COPD, DJD, spinal stenosis, carotid stenosis, and debility. The patient is definitely ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent as well.

Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
