HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old gentleman here for followup.
Mr. Randolph was seen here on 12/31/2025, after an injury to his left posterior thigh. He states he was lifting some heavy stuff. He completed CT scan, which was inconclusive on the recommendation of MRI for further evaluation was made by the radiologist.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative, except the patient reports he still has pain in his posterior thigh area in the region of the biceps femoris muscle. He denies any trauma.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress. He has antalgic gait.
Left lower extremity, he has full range of motion with mild discomfort (the patient states when he climb upstairs he feels the pain much more).
Neurovascularly intact. No edema. No erythema.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No respiratory distress.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. His injury to the left biceps femoris muscle
2. Left bicep pain.
3. Followup from CT scan.
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PLAN: The patient had a discussion about his condition. We discussed the results of the CT scan on the recommendation for MRI. He is in agreement with having it done.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none. The patient denies wanting any medication for pain.
