Ms. Carrie Gary was seen today for the purpose of face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. Ms. Gary is currently in her third benefit period extending from 11/26/2025 to 01/24/2026.
This is an 83-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain not elsewhere classified, history of urinary incontinence, dementia and other diseases, agitation, behavioral issue, vitamin D deficiency, hypertension, neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies and anxiety disorder. The patient has lost 5 pounds in the past month. The patient only talks gibberish. This gives her a FAST score of 7C with a PPS score of 40%. The patient has very little appetite. The patient is sleeping during the day all day and stays up at night per caregiver. The patient has behavioral issue, which requires medication to control. She eats very little; eats about 30-40% of her meals at this time. The patient’s daughter, Monica, states that the patient has had a huge change in her condition in the past four weeks or so. She has had falls. She has had weakness severe, debilitation, weight loss, decreased appetite, agitation, and decreased mentation; no longer able to recognize family. The patient’s overall prognosis remains poor given natural progression of her disease. By the way, the weight loss has given her a MAC of 21.5 cm on the right side. At the time of examination, I spoke to Rose, the patient’s caregiver who tells me that the patient must be fed now, is not able to make her needs known, she has child-like behavior, gets very anxious. O2 sat was at 99%. Pulse 78. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 110/88. The patient fights everyone and grabs things; they are not able to take it away from her which makes taking care of her very hard. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the findings mentioned above and the changes in her condition, she most likely has less than six months to live.
