The patient was seen for the sole purpose of face-to-face evaluation. The patient is currently in her second benefit period from 11/18/2025 to 02/15/2026. This will be shared with the hospice medical director.
Ms. Pope is a 69-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of unspecified severe protein-calorie malnutrition. Rosalyn has a MAC score of 21.5. She is quite confused. She has a PPS of 40%. Of course, she has lost weight, but the weight loss has been deemed unavoidable. She is not eating. She is basically edentulous. She does drink Glucerna only when she wants to. She has difficulty ambulating and she uses a walker. Bowel and bladder incontinence because of severe weakness and debilitation. The patient also has extensive history of tobacco abuse, continues to smoke, uses a nebulizer four to six times a day at this time. She gets very short of breath just talking to me today and difficulty with ambulation with severe shortness of breath.

The patient’s blood pressure was 130/92. Pulse 92. O2 sats only 91% on room air. The patient has had bouts of diarrhea off and on, she tells me. She has decreased appetite. She does refuse to eat for no particular reason. She has confusion and evidence of dementia on evaluation today. Overall prognosis remains poor for Rosalyn. Given natural decline in her disease process, she most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate.
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
